My Brothers and Sisters,  
 
The fifty days between Easter Sunday and Pentecost 
Sunday are one great feast.  It is one Magnificent 
Day of the Lord.  In the Old Testament, this was a 
time of harvest and thanking God for all that he has 
given.  
 
This day, Pentecost Sunday, is the fulfillment of the 
Paschal Mystery: the passion, resurrection and ascen-
sion of Jesus.  
The descent of the Holy Spirit confirms that Christ 
rose from the dead and ascended to the Father. The 
Descent of the Holy Spirit brings the Easter season to 
an end. When Jesus came to the Apostles, he said 
“Peace be with you.” And the Apostles were filled 
with great joy. 
 
Basil the Great (329-379 AD), an early church father, 
explains the role of the Holy Spirit in our lives:  
 
"The Spirit restores paradise to us and the way to 
heaven and adoption as children of God; he instills 
confidence that we may call God truly Father and 
grants us the grace of Christ to be children of the 
light and to enjoy eternal glory.  

In a word, he bestows the fullness of blessings in this 
world and the next; for we may contemplate now in 
the mirror of faith the promised things we shall 
someday enjoy.   

If this is the foretaste, what must the reality be?  

If these are the first fruits, what must be the harvest?"  

On Pentecost, the Lord offers you the gift and power 
of the Holy Spirit to help make your faith strong.  
The role of the Holy Spirit is to motivate us to do 
something good.  All parishioners — but especially 
today’s graduates — must keep their hearts and 
minds open to the Holy Spirit, who can show us what 
is most important in life.  The Holy Spirit will assist 
you in your future in high school. 
 
Congratulations to the class of 2017.  We wish them 
much success in high school and pray that they con-
tinue to be a part of St. Barbara Parish. 
 
Congratulations to the parents of these fine students; 
please continue your support and Christian example 
as they begin their high school life.
